The Laws of the Spirit ‐ Romans 8:2, “For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin 
and death.”        When acted upon, the laws of the Spirit produce life. When ignored through ignorance or rebellion, then 
there is sickness and death. The law of sin is death. Obey sin and unbelief and death follows. The law of the Spirit is life. 
When acted upon it makes us free from the opposite law of sin and death. John 6:63, “It is the Spirit that quickens...the words 
that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.”
